Whereas the city was founded in 1882 and named Billings
after the former president of the Northern Pacific Rail-
road, Frederick Billings;

Whereas the city of Billings acted as an important railway
link to the Pacific Northwest during the early part of its
history;

Whereas the city of Billings has been the recipient of the an-
nual All-America City Award;
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Whereas the city of Billings is now called “The Magic City”
due to the expansive growth that has taken place since

its founding;

Whereas the city of Billings is now the most populous city
in the Northern Rocky Mountain Region of the United
States;

Whereas the city of Billings is home to numerous institutions
of higher education, and is home to Montana’s oldest in-

stitution of higher learning;

Whereas the city of Billings has a rich sports history and has

been the birthplace of numerous notable athletes;

Whereas the city of Billings has played a vital role in the ex-
pansion of the arts throughout the country, being the
birthplace of numerous actors, actresses, musicians, and
other important individuals within the entertainment in-

dustry; and

Whereas the city that was born by rail is now an inter-
national hub for not only railways, but also for air and
